Make Your Own Pet 
Trading Card

Materials:
• �Printer to print out the trading 

card template OR paper, ruler 
and pencil to create your own.

• �Coloring materials like color 
pencils, markers, etc.

How to:
1. �Begin by printing out or drawing out the pet trading card template with a pencil and ruler. It’s ok if the 

lines aren’t perfect! I’ve measured out the borders here so you have some guidelines.
2. �Collect some photos of your animal! You will use these as a reference for when you draw your animal.  

Alternatively, if you have physical photos of your animal you can trim and paste those to the template. 
3. �Let’s start drawing! I’m using colored pencils, but any art medium will work here as long as it doesn’t 

bleed through the paper. 
4. What do you know about your pet? Fill out these quick facts. What makes your animal special?
5. Glue the backside of the template and fold paper in half along the dotted line.
6. You now have a one of a kind trading card of your pet!
